
Liberty (LT) Trauma Transfer Algorithm

Does patient meet 
any criteria of 
TRAUMA STAT*

-Move to Big Room
-Begin stabilization 
and treatment

Transfer to BASE ED as 
“TRAUMA STAT from 
LT” via fastest ALS 
service possible

LT ESR notifies Statline
of “TRAUMA STAT 
from LT”

Statline sends
“TRAUMA STANDBY 
from LT” page at Base

Does patient meet 
any criteria of 
TRAUMA ALERT*

-Move to Big Room
-Initiate work-up
-Do you anticipate 
admission?

Transfer to BASE ED as 
“TRAUMA ALERT from 
LT” via squad if possible

LT ESR notifies Statline
of “TRAUMA ALERT 
from  LT” 

Statline sends 
“TRAUMA STANDBY 
from LT” page at Base

Work up as      
appropriate

Proceed with 
appropriate work-up at 
LT

Does patient require 
admission related to any 
injuries?

Transfer to BASE ED

LT ESR notifies Statline of
“TRAUMA CONSULT from LT” 
patient will be roomed, if possible, 
otherwise will be TRAUMA EVAL

Statline pages BASE ED CHARGE 
RN and BASE REFERRAL DOC 
with: patient name, injury, 
estimated arrival time

Upon arrival: 
-Place patient in team room
-Resident or Nurse at base to page 
Surgery consult upon patient arrival
-If no room available take to STS as 
“TRAUMA EVAL” or patient may be 
evaluated in triage room/team room

• NO pre-notification 
to Surgery is 
necessary: Call 
Surgery Attending 
ONLY with 
management 
questions
